AIM8I is to enter display sleep mode after 4 minutes and computer sleep mode after
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10 minutes in default; AIM8Q display goes to dark and enter suspend mode after 1
min idle. To wake it from sleep mode, simply press the power button on the back
cover, while under sleep mode it allows the device to save 80% or more energy.
