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Hold-down clamp

1. Insert the provided rubber buffers into the hold-down clamp (see
Fig. 2-3). Buffers cushion plug-in cards from shock and vibration.
They provide two settings:

a. For XT-size cards, the narrow end should face upwards.
b. For AT-size cards, the wide end should face upwards.

2. After inserting the rubber buffers, fasten the hold-down clamp
to the card cage with the two screws provided (see Fig. 2-3).

1. Remove the two screws located at the left of the filter cover.
Gently but firmly pull the cover free from the chassis.
2. Remove the filter and replace it with a new one.

3. Reinsert the filter and replace the cover onto the chassis.
